How to exploit data provided in the excel workbooks

These results are illustrated in three excel workbooks: 

· Workbook 1:
results of survey among young participants (all Actions except 4.3 and 

3.1 Training and Networking)

· Workbook 2:
results of survey among youth organisations 

· Workbook 3:
results of survey among youth workers (participants Action 4.3 and 3.1 

Training and Networking)

All the Excel workbooks contain a similar structure, as follows:

First sheet "Results" 

This sheet contains the aggregated results of all the questions included in a questionnaire.  
(Fig. 1 below)
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The column "B" of this sheet define some categories in which questions can be regrouped (Fig. 2 below). 
As an example, the category "KC1" regroups all questions that are relevant for the assessment of the EU Key-Competence 1 "Communication in mother tongue".
The column "F" of this sheet assigns a "short name" to each of the questions so that they can be easily identified in the other excel sheets. 
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Second sheet "Data" 

This sheet provides you the complete set of data which can be used for any type of analysis and further exploitation. The columns of this sheet indicate the questions in the surveys, whether the rows provide the answer to each question. (Fig. 3 below)
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Other sheets
All the other sheets of the workbooks provide a breakdown - or in some cases a grouping - of questions with the help of pivot tables functionalities. This exploitation of the data is definitely not exhaustive, but it tackles the main themes of the survey and could serve as a source of inspiration for your further analysis. 

In most cases, the breakdown is made by Action/sub-Action, and by country (Fig.4 below). 
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How to work with Pivot tables?  

A Pivot table is an interactive table that quickly combines and compares large amounts of data. You can rotate its rows and columns to see different summaries of the source data, and you can display the details for areas of interest. (Fig. 5 below)

You can further refine your table by:

- unselecting an Action or a country/ies (as highlighted in red and green)

- drill-down to more specific data by double clicking on a figure (as highlighted in purple)

In some cases the respondents did not provide an answer to a given question. In this case all these "no answer" values will be displayed in a "blank-titled" column (as highlighted in blue)
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
